Guidelines for RPCVSF Involvement in Causes and Events
 

 

No Involvement:  RPCVSF is not involved in activities promoting or supporting a particular political party or a particular religion. The RPCVSF newsletter and listserve should not be used for sending out notices of such partisan political or religious events or activities. While such information will not be displayed or officially distributed at RPCVSF events, dissemination of such information by individual members who make it clear they are not acting in any official RPCVSF capacity will not be prohibited.
 

Publicity: RPCVSF disseminates information of possible interest to members who might individually like to take part in a cause that has relevance to the RPCVSF mission or one of the 3 goals of Peace Corps, or that is promoted by an RPCVSF member. Information about the cause or event could be posted on the list serve, website or in the newsletter at the discretion of the President, VP, or Editor. If the event is promoted by a director or member, their name may or may not be included depending on the situation.  
 

Official Endorsement:  RPCVSF endorses an event of an organization and urges members to participate. This would require board action. Typically, this event would support the 3 goals or Peace Corps or the mission of RPCVSF and be promoted by an RPCV.

Official endorsements are guided by the following principles:

· The project reflects Peace Corps values such as service, increasing people-to-people understanding and mutual respect, empowering others to make change, and promoting grassroots development. 
· The project engages locals in decision making and running of the project. 

· The project has a plan for sustainability. 

· The project has low overhead costs. 

· The project addresses a need that is not being met adequately elsewhere.

· The project has been shown to produce demonstrable results. 

· The project is promoted by an RPCVSF board member.

· The organization is non-partisan and non-religious.
 

Sponsorship: RPCVSF makes a financial commitment to an event or cause. Any donation would be limited by the size of the RPCVSF budget reserves. Such donations would preferably be used as seed money for a project with potential to attract additional funding.  This also would require board action and follow the above guidelines.
 

Official RPCVSF Projects: RPCVSF takes on responsibility for a cause or event such as the book project, or Colombia Project, or the former Adopt-a-highway. This requires board action to approve and board members to coordinate the event, with RPCVSF taking responsibility for expenses incurred.
