Reports

Ask for feedback on agenda- do we need to hear from every dept. each meeting?

-Greg Zell stated the cautionary note should be removed from the letter.  Other members suggested changing the wording, however he stated it should be removed entirely from the letter.  

-Lisa Frankel suggested to have a form for prospective board members to fill out before coming to the meeting providing information about themselves.

-A vote was passed to amend the letter by adding comment on the 501 status and on the guidelines to remove the cautionary note.

Voices of African Mothers – Mary Beth Molin stated there was a good turn out of support from the RPCVSF group.  Greg Zell stated he was not pleased with the way the Peace Corps was worded in the pamphlets.  It stated Peace Crops Association, which is not correct.  

Mary Beth Molin stated they raised $3010 from the event.

Mary Beth inquired if the group keeps track of the number of hours that members are volunteering.  She was advised to date that there is no log kept of volunteering hours.

NOM picnic – The picnic was held in the North Shore Park in Miami Beach.  There were two recruiters from Atlanta in attendance.  The suggestion was made to hold it next year in April when students are still in school.
